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he Tenement (2003) by director Glen Baisley was hands-down one of the best full-length horror features we've seen in
, quite awhile. Having enough substance and interchanging of storylines to substantiate the films 118 minute running time
and keep the viewer glued in suspense, and sometimes total shock.
